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1. Governing Rules

Anacortes Yacht Club Racese governed by the currentRacing
Rules of Sailing 2009 - 2012 including U.S. Sailing Prescriptions
(RRS), these sailing instrudbns, the rules ofthe Pacific Handicap
Racing Fleet (PHRFNorthwest, and the specific sailing instructions
for each event.To download the current racing rules of sailing

(RRS) please visitvww.ussailing.org/rules.

It is required that boats comply with Pacific International Yachting
Association PIYA safetyrequirements. All races are PIYA category
111 but vessels are strongly recommended to treat distance races at
PIYA category Il events For additional information on PIYA safety
regulations visit www.ussailing.net/piya.

Aboatin position where it may impede commercial traffic must exit
from the danger area immediately, under auxiliary power if
necessary. If power is used, it must be reported to the Race
Committee at the finish line. Also, a vitten report must be made on
a protest form, showing the location, time, duration of power use,
speed, direction of exit, and that the competitive position of thboat
was not improved. [f the last item cannot be demonstrated
adequately, a time penalty mg be imposed. Failure to stay clear
may result in protest.
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2. Responsibility

The skipper of eachboat is responsibleto help in the operation of
the racing program andfor any unsportsmanlike conduct on the
part of their crew. If punitive action is taken under RRS rule 69,
Allegations of Gross Misconduct, it may result in a competitor being
excluded from further participation in the AYC racing program.

Occasionally, sailboat racing has resulted in injury or loss of life. All
competitors in AYC events articipate at their own risk. It shall be
the responsibility of the skipper to inform the crew of the risks of
sailboat racing, to make sure they understand and accept those
risks, to decide whether the crew is competent and adequate for the
event, and todecide whether to start or continue in a race.

The Anacortes Yacht Club, its officers, directors and members accept
no responsibility for damage to property, injury or loss of life as
competitors participate at their own risk. By registering andor
competing in AYC events you and you alone accept this risk.
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3. Entry & Reqistration Process

All boats that wish to be scored must have a valid 2@IPHRF
Northwest rating. Boatswithout valid a 2012 PHRF rating or who
do not wish to be scoredmust race in theun-scoredOpen D class.

Buoy & Distance Race Registration for AYC Boats

An AYboat is defined as a boat owned either in whole or in part by
an AYC member.AYC boats that wish to participate in AYC buoy
and distance events must register oiine usingthe AYC website and
pay a $100.00 registration feeIn the case when a person owns
multiple boats additional registration fees are not due provided that
onlyoneil £ OEA Vebdeldpdridipates in a particular race.

Buoy & Distance Race Registration for Non -AYC Boats

Non-AYC boats that wish to participate in AYC buoy and distance
races may do so in up to three (3) races without registering.
Thereafter the boat must register online using the AYC website and
pay a $100.00 registration fee. In swsequent years theboatd O
owner must either join AYC and register aan AYC boat, oregister
as a nonAYC boat angay 300% of the regular buoy and distance
racing registration fee.

4. Class Splits

For buoy racingthe 2012 class splitsare as follows. The race
committee reserves the rightto modify these splitsplus assign
individual boats to specific classes outside dheserating bands:

#1 AOO PRBIRMratingl95or greater

All boats will be required to finish the year within the class they
began sailing in, except that a boat may move from a slower rated
class to a faster rated classAYC memberssailing may earn points
toward class championships.

5. Notices to Competitors

Notices to competitors shall be posted on the AYC bulletin board
located at the club house entrance lower level no later than 1800
one day prior to the race. Notices to competitors may also be made
via email no later than 1800 one day prior to the race to racers who
have registered their email address with the race committee.

Notices may also appear on the AYC web site no later than 1800 one
day prior to the race.
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Prior to the race start, the race committee will broadcast on VHF
channel 72 all race announcements before the first warning signal.

6. Signals Made Ashore

Signals made ashore will be flown from the flag pole in front of the
AYC clubhouse. Waing signals for races postponed from shore will
be sounded no sooner than one hour after the A.P. flag has been
lowered ashore.

11. The Start

Races shall be started per RRS 26.
Individual Recall shall be per RRS 29.1.
General Recall shall be per RRS 29.2.

The Race Committee may attempt to hail the sail numbers of the
recalled boats. Failure to do so or failure to hear the hail will not
constitute grounds for redress.

When a race boat acts as the start boat it may start anytime in the 10
minutes following the last start. The start boat must record their
elapsed time from startto finish. For example if you start within 3
minutes of the last start then proceed, or if you need the full 10
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minutes to prepare then this is also allowed. The start boat may run
its engine up to one minute before its own start.

12. Start Line Restricti on

After completing the first leg of the course, a boat shall not cross the
starting line. A boat shall not cross the finish line until she is
completing the last leg of the course and finishes. A boat that breaks
this rule shall not correct her error asper Rule 28.1. However she
will be exonerated if she takes a Twd'urns Penalty as per Rule

44.2. This changes Rule 28.1.

The start finish line (the boats or buoys that define it) ranks as an
obstruction on upwind and downwind legs. Before finishing, boats
may therefore leave the start finish line either to port or starboard.

As an obstruction, Rules 19 and 20 may apply between boats as they
approach and pass it

13. Change of CourseAfter the Sart
If acourse change is calledhe race committee will annource any
changes over VHF channel 72Short course finish lines will be
defined asfollows:
A. Twice around will be shortened to once around.
B. Aline 50 yards long and perpendicular to the line between
the short course finish mark and the previous mark. Leav
the Short Course mark to port unless instructed otherwise

OR
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C. Aline defined as a magnetic bearing to a mark of the
course, to a navigation aid on a chart or to a prominent
feature easily recognizable on land.

14. The Finish

Each boat is required to takets own Universal Coordinated Time
finish time using a GP3f the race committee is not present at the
finish the first boat to finish in each class is encouraged to record
times of subsequent finishers. They may pass this duty on later
boats.

Finish times or DNFsfor Wednesday night buoy races must be
turned in within one (1) hour of the race committee boat's return to
the dock.

Finish timesor DNFsfor all other events must be turned in within
two (2) hours following the race time limit.

You can reort your finish time in one oftwo ways:

A. E-mail your finish time to the race scorer
B. Gallin your finish time to the race scorer

15. Penalty System

All sections of Rule 44 to be in effect except 44.3.

16. Time Limit

Thefinish time limit for all distanceracesover 6 miles is 2 hours.
The finish time limit for all other distance racesand for evening

buoy races is 2% hoursafter the start time of each class.The time
limits are final. If a boat that starts does not finish by the specified
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time limit as defined in this race packet or sailing instructionst will
be scored DNF.

Boats performing start boat duty will have their finish time limit
extended based on their actual st&time so that their limit is equal
duration to other competitors.

17. Protests and Withdrawing

Boats who wish to protest or withdraw shall inform the race
committee upon either finishing or withdrawing from the race.
Written protests for buoy races must begiven to therace committee
within one-hour after the last boat finishes the last race. Protests for
distance races must be filed with theace committee no later than 4
hours after the time limit for that race. All protests must be in

writing on the US &iling official protest form. Theidentity of
protesting and protested boats and theschedule of protest hearings
will be posted on the AYC bulletiboard by the conclusion of the
time limit for filing.

It is the responsibility of all skippers to checkthe AYC bulletin

board. Protests will be heard downstairs at the AYC in as timely a
manner as possible. For educational purposes, protest hearings will
be open to observers. Witnesses are not allowed in the protest room
until called upon. All observersmust refrain from comments or
gestures that may influence the outcome.

18. Race Scoring
All distance races will be scored using theme -on-distance

method as prescribed by PHRF Northwest with the course distance
aslisted in this document.
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All other races will be scored using thetime -on-time method as
prescribed by PHRF Northwest using the following formula:

TCF =650 / (520 + PHRF)
Corrected_Time = TCF * Elapsed Time

The PHREF factor is the bo&t current PHRF Northwest rating.
Scoring for individual races will use the low point system outlined in
the RRS, appendix A section 4.1, except: Section 4.2, is amended so

that:

A. Did not finish, DNF, will be awarded points according to the

19. Series and Regatta Scoring

Regattas and Series scores will be the sum of all scoreshs
individual racesin the Regatta or Series. Other provisions of RRS,
appendix A apply, except that Rule A9 of the RRS will not be in
effect. Series and Regatta scoring will have no score excluded
(thrown out), unless the sailing instructions for that series, or
regatta spedfically direct otherwise.

20. Boat of the Year

To be eligible for Boat of the Year, a boat mube a member of AYC
and a member of PHRF for all races that count towards Boat of the
Year. A boat must competdn at least 75% of the races that are
included in the Boat of the Year serieslf no boat has competedn
75% of the races, then boats competing in at least 50% of the races
will be scored.

Scoring for Boat of the Year will follow the High Point Percentage
Scoring System as outlined in the racing ruteof sailing(RRS)
