The first was setting your
centerboards vertical angel

(October) and getting your rig

properly tuned (November). This

month we will talk about getting your

jib fairleads set for maximum
performance. Your Lido 14 jib

fair leads should be positioned to

most forward and inward position
allowable by class rules. Because of
this, many who have
will take off the jib tracks that allow

the fairlead to be moved aft.
